Licensing Unit to provide such care for a child related to them.

Licensed Foster Family: a family who has been licensed to provide foster care by the Family
Services Residential Licensing Unit.

Respite Care: the temporary care of a child in custody for pay, provided by a licensed foster
family or approved respite care provider

Sexually Abusive Child: a minor adjudicated or substantiated for a sex offense.
